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· To locate and describe places in India. 

· To identify and describe the human and physical features of places in India – comparing a city and a village.
· To consider similarities and differences between Chembakolli in South India and Great Barford.
· To learn what life is like in an Indian village like Chembakolli through a workshop run by the charity, Action Aid.
· To develop and produce Indian Rangoli patterns.
· To plan, design and make an Indian elephant.

As well as our main topic we will also cover these areas:                                                   
· In PE we will be looking at ball skills, dance and gymnastics. Woodpeckers’ PE days are Monday and Wednesday. The children need to have their full PE kit in school EVERY DAY; including suitable trainers and a plastic bag to put them in (given that the weather is changing) - Thank you.
· In French we will be learning: how to ask for and give age, colours, and words associated with Christmas.
· In Music our focus will be the Class Orchestra – exploring arrangements to accompany songs.
· In ICT our focus is communication and emails. 
· In PSCHE our focus is getting on and falling out, and bullying.
· In Science we will be learning about Animals (including Humans). We will look at diet, food groups, what a healthy balanced diet looks like, the skeleton and its functions, and how to ask scientific questions.
· In RE our topic will be to understand the deeper meanings of Christian, Jewish, Hindu and Islamic festivals.
· In Maths we will be following the New National Curriculum: Fractions; Geometry – properties of shapes; Knowing and using number facts; Measurement; Number and place value; Addition and subtraction; and Multiplication and division.
· In English we will establish links with our topic work to look at stories from other cultures, such as ‘The Tiger Child’ and ‘The Story of Rama and Sita’. We will also complete some dictionary skills and look at different types of poems such as Haikus and Kennings. 
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                 Homework will be handed out Thursday or Friday and will need to be in school by the             following Thursday.
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Don’t forget a healthy fruit snack for break time.
